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Abstract
The purposes of this research were to study: 1) the proficiency in using receptive vocabulary in speaking & writing
skills of the third year students of Phuket Rajabhat University, and 2) the impact of textbooks on the students’ English
vocabulary knowledge in the two aspects: 2.1) textbooks’ qualities in the overview and English vocabulary aspect
and 2.2) difficulties of vocabulary used in the textbooks. The subjects of this study were 204 third year students of
Phuket Rajabhat University. The data obtained through 5 research instruments: 1) productive vocabulary test 2)

receptive vocabulary test 3) English for General Communication Textbook & English for Professional Communication
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Textbook, 4) questionnaire for assessing textbooks’ qualities, and 5) Check Words Up Program. The research
reviewed that 1) their proficiency in using English receptive vocabulary in speaking & writing skills was 49.96 percent;
out of their 100 known words, they can only use 49.96 words in their speaking and writing. 2) In assessing the
qualities of English for General Communication Textbook & English for Professional Communication Textbook, the
results showed that the qualities of the two textbooks in the overview and English vocabulary aspect were at a
moderate level. According to the difficulties of English vocabulary used in the textbooks, over 90 percent of all words

was in 1000-2000 word levels and below 10 percent was in 3000 word level onward.
