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ABSTRACT

This research aims to classify the impacts of pop culture on tourism through drama series that
were taken in Chiangmai. Furthermore, following the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) the project
aims to explore directions to sustainably manage the impact of tourism as reflected by local stakeholders,
in . The research methodology applying in this project including mixed methods: quantitative and
qualitative techniques, with questionnaire surveys and in-depth interviews. The samplings population was
380 local community representatives living around the local neighborhoods in Chiangmai, including nine
in-depth interviews with direct stakeholders from the public and private sectors. The key findings
highlighted the positive economic impacts that allow the locals gain additional income from increasing
number of tourists in the area. Furthermore, the results also present an interesting issue that is less
negative economic impact. The socio-cultural impacts were considered positives because the series
production helps promote local culture to the to outsiders. As such, however, some misunderstanding of
local culture and their heritage could occur and it results to misrepresented information in the series. The
positive environmental impacts inspire the community to develop the infrastructures and physical
facilities. The research finding also suggest some measures to prevent the potential negatives of such as
litter, pollution and traffic must be taken. The research contributions can be developed into the policy
implementations for managing the impacts of pop culture tourism as following the SDGs. The policy
implementations were included 1) the government should create proactive policy by to cope with impacts
of pop culture tourism; 2) the government officials should support and encourage local community
engagement, who can collaboratively protect tourist attractions in the area;3) the Tourism Authority of
Thailand (TAT) should support and promote products and services, which are produced by the influences
of pop culture tourism. This research project also proposes three operational suggestions including 1)
filmmakers and series-makers should proof-read and check the series plays, scenes and costumes in order
to obtain the authenticity of local settings, 2) the Provincial Culture Office should check and consider the
series contents before approving it and 3) the series makers or filmmakers should study and examine the
possible impacts from shooting series production that could affect the local areas.
