1) Elephant and cultural tourist attractions need to analyze the story they tell about elephants and

decide if this is the story they want to communicate. Do they want to communicate a narrative of
human domination or animal rights or somewhere in between? The story that is told should be based
on a consideration of the attraction’s personal ethics and the view of its customers regarding animals.
The story that is told should be consistent and truthful.

2) Elephant and cultural tourist attractions need to be prepared to constantly adapt to tourists
changing attitudes toward animals. These changes may occur due to increased awareness of animal
rights and/or to a change in the locations that tourists come from as different cultures view animals in
different ways. For example, as noted above, the Chinese are developing more wildlife-friendly
attitudes in tourism (TTR Weekly, 2019).

3) Elephant and cultural tourist attractions need to train and treat their animals humanely. To be
believed, stories must be consistent with what the listener experiences. Tourist attractions need to be
able to document this treatment, not simply claim it. It would be wise for these attractions to seek
out independent animal rights organizations to certify the use of humane methods.

4) Any laws passed to protect elephants must take the culture’s metanarrative into account in order
for the law to be successful. Otherwise, the law may be interpreted in unexpected ways as society
tries to make it fit the prevailing stories about elephants and /or it may simply be ignored. For

example, it is common for people to argue that they are justified in disobeying a law when that law is
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in conflict with the religious stories they believe—“We must obey God rather than human beings”
(Acts 5:29, NIV)!
