A questionnaire is a research instrument and is
distributed online. 252 usable cases are returned and utilized for a descriptive statistical analysis. It was found 118 local Thai
tourists and 134 intemational tourists responded to the questionnaires. The key purpose of their trips is relaxation and more

than half of the respondents are return tourists. Most of them take a trip with friends or family. Most of the respondents

choose typical Thai food, followed by seafood. The most popular type of restaurant is food stalls. The restaurant selection




criteria is based on local popularity and reviews from social media. The respondents choose their meals from its aspects of
unigue food identity and quality of food.
Tourism policy makers and food business owner are able to adopt this research finding for their business.
