Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study economic factors, impacts of work, and satisfaction of part-time work
of undergraduate students at Phuket Rajabhat University; 2) compare the impacts of part-time work among
undergraduate students at Phuket Rajabhat University, classified by personal factors, and 3) compare satisfaction
with part-time work among undergraduate students at Phuket Rajabhat University, classified by personal factors.
The non-probability random sampling method was used for 400 samples. The data collection tool was a
questionnaire. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics and hypothesis testing was conducted using t-
statistics, One-way ANOVA, and pairwise analysis of differences.

The results revealed that the majority of the sample group consisted of males, aged 20-22, single, from
the Faculty of Management Science, in the third year, with GPAs ranging from 2.01 to 3.00. Their daily income
ranged from 401-450 baht, monthly income from 12,001-13,000 baht, and monthly expenses from 5,001-6,000
baht. Overall, satisfaction with economic factors, impacts and satisfaction with part- time work among
undergraduate students at Phuket Rajabhat University was at a moderate level (mean 3.07, S.D. 0.345). There
was no statistical significance at the 0.05 level in the differences of satisfaction with part-time work among
students classified by status, age, faculty, year, GPA, daily income, monthly income and monthly expenses. This
suggests that the research could be used to develop guidelines to support part-time work for students, adjust
working hours to be more flexible, and ensure they do not affect their studies, and support economic measures
to increase income and reduce expenses. This study also contributes to better understanding of students'

satisfaction with part-time work and can inform the development of appropriate support plans in the future.
