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Abstract

This research aims to study opinions on classroom readiness at Phuket Rajabhat University, covering
the physical environment, learning equipment, and to study classroom problems or limitations of the
classrooms and the environmental needs, including factors affecting classroom usage. The sample group
consisted of 400 students who were randomly selected. The instrument used was a questionnaire. Data
were analyzed using descriptive statistics and hypothesis testing with Crosstab statistics. The study showed
that most of the respondents were male students, in their third year of study, single, and enrolled in the
bachelor's degree program in the Faculty of Management Science. Most of them used the classrooms 2-3
times a week, with classroom usage frequency of 4-6 hours per day. The classrooms were used between
2:00 PM and 4:00 PM. The classrooms at Phuket Rajabhat University were the most ready in terms of space

and environment, followed by equipment and technology, and cleanliness and maintenance. The problems
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and limitations found include management and maintenance, cleanliness and hygiene, and ventilation,
which are at a low level. For environmental needs, it was found that students had a high level of need,
with the most need for suitable space and environment, followed by equipment and technology, and
cleanliness and maintenance. The problems and limitations found included management and maintenance,
cleanliness and hygiene, and ventilation, which were at a low level. Regarding the environmental needs, it
was found that students had high demands, with the greatest need for suitable space and environment,
followed by equipment and technology, and cleanliness and maintenance. Important factors affecting
classroom usage included physical characteristics, quality of service, and equipment efficiency. The
hypothesis test results showed that demographic data such as gender, marital status, and year of study had
an effect on opinions and factors related to classroom usage at a statistically significant level of .05. The
results of this study can be used to improve classroom environments, such as space, equipment,
technology, and maintenance, to better suit the needs of students. They can also help prioritize
investments, solve management problems, and support teaching and learning. This study also provides

information for policy decisions by administrators and further research for university development.
