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A Study of the Impact of Crime News Perception on Anxiety in Daily Life among
Senior High School Students at Tessaban Plukpanya School under Royal
Patronage.
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Abstract

This quantitative study aimed to examine high school students’ perceptions of crime news
and its effects on their anxiety in daily life at Plukpanya Municipal School under Royal Patronage.
The sample consisted of 254 students selected through simple random sampling. A questionnaire
was used as the research instrument, validated for content validity and demonstrating acceptable
reliability. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics (frequency, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation) and inferential statistics (t-test and ANOVA).The results showed that most
students perceived “homicide” news primarily through social media (79.10%), followed by
television (57.50%) and YouTube or news websites (49.20%). News about “rape or sexual
harassment” had a slight impact on their understanding (mean = 2.33). News about physical assault
slightly affected their sense of safety (mean = 2.32), while news about violent robbery slightly
influenced their perception of public safety (mean = 2.28). Overall, the impact of crime news
perception on students’ anxiety was at a low level.
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
